After receiving his Ph.D. in Hamburg and serving on the faculty of the Philosophy
Department at the University of South Carolina, Alfred Nordmann became Professor of
Philosophy and History of Science and of Technoscience at Darmstadt Technical University,
where he had worked with Gernot Béhme for many years. Nordmann has been studying
philosophical dimensions of nanoscience and other emerging technologies, focusing on how
one gains knowledge of the world though building and making. He is editor of the book series
History and Philosophy of Technoscience (Routledge) and of the journal Technology and
Language. He is currently an Adjunct Professor of Philosophy, University of South Carolina,

USA, and a Guest Professor at Peter the Great St. Petersburg Polytechnic University, Russia.
